White, cream, beige, navy, or black breeches or jodhpurs may be worn.
Boots

Long riding boots designed for riding are to be worn. Short riding boots with
gaiters of the

same leather and colour may be worn. Suede half chaps may be worn
providing they are of identical colour to the boots and have no decoration or
tassels of any sort.

Jackets and Shirts

Jackets or smart fitted waistcoats must be worn including a tweed jacket with a

coloured stock or collar and tie. White stocks, white American collar or white
shirts with collar and tie may be worn.
Hair and Jewellery

Hair should be neatly secured and should not hang lower than the shoulder
Gloves

Gloves must be worn in ALL dressage competitions. Gloves are optional
although they are recommended for show jumping.

Whips - ALL jumping
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One whip is permitted and must be between 45cm and 75cm and must not be
weighted or feature a hard point at the end. The end of the whip must be
padded. The ‘pad’ must be smooth with no protrusion or raised surface (which
includes embroidery) and be made of a shock absorbing material throughout
its circumference. No substitute for a whip may be carried.

Whips - dressage

One whip of any length is permitted for all BRC dressage. Whips must not be
used in a way or be of a length that disturbs other riders and may not be
picked up if dropped during a test. If a whip is shorter than 80cm then it must
be padded.

The ‘pad’ must be smooth with no protrusion or raised surface (which includes
embroidery) and be made of a shock absorbing material throughout its
circumference. No substitute for a whip may be carried.

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or whilst entering or leaving the same, or for anything else in conjunction with or arising from, or
attributable to the Competition. It shall be a condition of entry that each Competitor shall hold the
Organisers blameless, and indemnify them against any loss, damage or legal proceedings.
SPECTATORS, whether or not connected with competitors are also required to comply with the above
conditions for their own safety.

6. Anyone riding or handling a horse/pony in a manner that is considered by the organizers to endanger
the safety or wellbeing of any horse, pony, rider, spectator or official will be asked to leave the
showground

7. The horse or pony is only to be ridden on site by the person competing.

8. No refund of entry fees will be given after closing date.

9. No horse may compete in more than 3 Classes.

10. Any person using physical or verbal abuse against any committee member, judge, steward, official
or helper will be asked to leave the showground and banned from entering competitions in the future.

11. Itis your responsibility to report to the steward on time for your test. No refunds will be given.

12. All dogs must be kept on leads.
